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The Late Edo Period: Hamamatsu Castle and the Castle Town
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The Old Hamamatsu Castle

After leyasu moved to the Kanto region in
1590, one of Toyotomi's daimyo, Horio Yoshiharu,
became the Lord of Hamamatsu Castle. He built
stone walls and a main tower with a tiled roof.
However, it is thought that this main tower was
lost in the early Edo Period.

During the Edo Period, fudai daimyo (powerful
daimyo whose families had historically supported
the Tokugawa) were placed in the castle. They
expanded the castle, building the palace in the
second bailey (ni-no-maru), and enlarging the
third bailey (san-no-maru). The castle town grew
alongside the castle, and flourished as a political
and economic hub.
