Label Work 
For nursing students, it is quite important to learn from their experiences. 
To know how to learn from the experiences, which is essential to become 
professional nurses, NMNC introduced the students Label Work. It is a 
pedagogic activity to nurture students’ abilities to participate and commit 

themselves to work, and to develop 
clinical judgment ability based on 
logical thinking.  In the Label 
Work activity, students are 
expected to talk to, listen to and 
communicate each other, indicating 
their own feelings and thoughts 
from their own work experience on 

the labels (as shown in the picture). This 
activity seems effective especially at the 
clinical practice. Label work allows students to 
explore the meanings of having experiences, 
and by doing so, they will gain newer 
knowledge.   

Simulation Trainings
Safety comes first and foremost at the patient 
care. Therefore, HMNC provides many 
simulation trainings. The Simulation trainings 
enable students to brush up skills safely. These 
trainings help bridge a gap between the 
classroom lectures and actual nursing cares.
